expertise in attending to the spiritual needs of survivors. Renewal
House works closely with other programs that serve the Queer
communities, as well as those that serve elders and individuals with
disabilities, to support these underserved populations.

Among its many programs, Renewal House offers a 24-hour
hotline, bilingual Spanish and English advocacy, support groups
and pastoral counseling, English as a second language (ESL)
classes and job training, and community outreach education. For
more information, please visit www.uuum.org.
